With landmark projects such as Ferrari World Abu Dhabi
opening shortly, and with residents already at home in
Al Raha Gardens and Al Bandar, reqgular updates of this
report will keep you informed as all of our projects move
closer to their own conclusion.

Already a key landmark in the heart of Abu Dhabi, the towers
and adjoining retail space of Central Market is designed to
echo its historic location, sitting as it does on the site of the
old Abu Dhabi market.

The new Souk opened its doors to customers last month
with a steady stream of retailers launching their stores.
Phase 1 will be fully open by the end of 2010.

Trust Tower, which will become the tallest dedicated grade A
office building in the city at 278m, reached its full 59-storey
height in July 2010. Efforts are now concentrated on
installing the building’s facade, which, as can be seen from
the surrounding streets, is now around halfway complete.
Fitting of the internal services - electrical, air conditioning
and plumbing - also began in July.

The residential building, The Domain, has reached
82-storeys, with work to commence shortly on the remaining
six floors. The fitting of the glass facade has also begun.




AL RAHA GARDENS
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With the villas and townhouses themselves completed and
new occupants taking up residence every day, the project
team’s focus has shifted to the village centre development.
Once built, this complex will provide restaurants, a
supermarket and various other retail outlets, as well as
recreation and community facilities serving the entire
development.

As of mid-September 2010, the majority of the building’s
columns and walls are in place. Progress is being made
day-by-day on the water, fire protection and electricity
systems, while work has just begun on the air conditioning
installation.
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This expansive 5,000 villa development, aimed at the local
UAE market, is well under way.

Three contracting firms are now working side-by-side
building the villas. The structures are progressing at
an impressive rate of 2-3 villas per day, with the part-
built frames constructed off-site before being moved
and finished in place on-site. A further three firms are
progressing those hidden essentials, such as sewerage
and water supply pipelines, with one pump station already
constructed and others under way.

The contractors have a current combined workforce of
7,000 on-site. With this set to double by this time next year,
the first 300 villas are due to be handed over in late 2011.
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This new automotive development will be a one-stop-shop
for buying, selling and servicing new and used cars. Phase
1 of the development will house 100 showrooms. Support
services will follow, including ADNOC stations, registration
services, car washing facilities, banks and insurance
companies.

A main contractor was appointed by Aldar in mid May 2010,
and construction work commenced on the buildings in
June 2010. Alongside this, the infrastructure contractor,
appointed in August, have now mobilised their workforce
and machinery to site and commenced the construction on
roads and utilities in mid September 2010.
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AL BATEEN
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With the 284 apartments and 75 villas and townhouses due
for handover in summer 2012, all current progress on the
site is now taking place below ground.

These enabling works, encompassing excavation, installing
pile foundations, the rerouting of existing underground
pipes and siphoning off of groundwater, are planned for
completion by mid-October this year. At this time, the main
contractor will move onto site and begin construction of the
villas and apartments proper.
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Al Bateen School

This landmark school, which will provide its 1,100 students with advanced laboratories and teaching
facilities, is progressing smoothly and on schedule. The current focus is on the below-ground works,
which are scheduled to be completed by mid-October this year. In tandem with this, the school's above-
ground structure is starting to take shape, with work on this to quicken once all groundworks are
complete.

Construction is due to finish in summer 2011 in time for the school to open for the 2011/12 academic
year.



CLEVELAND CLINIC
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Located on Sowwah Island, this 22-storey, 360-bed
healthcare facility will provide the most advanced medical
servicesinthe Middle East, inside the largest non-industrial
steel structure in the region.

With the construction contract awarded in March 2010, the
building’s core and steel structures have already reached
the 4th floor, well on schedule for the 2012 completion
date.




AL GURM VILLAS
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All 70 villas that make up the first phase of this luxury
mangrove-forest development will be ready for handover by
the end of October 2010. External finishing work, including
general tidying of the site and painting of bridges, will be
completed by December.

Remaining true to its original vision for Al Gurm, Aldar
will be planting mangrove trees across the development,
which will take place early next year. Once planted, these
seedlings will mature over the coming years, ensuring the
unique feel of this sea-front development.




AL AIN MOSQUE
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With a capacity for nearly 4,800 people, this new mosque
in ALAin city centre is due for completion by March 2011.

The interior will make extensive use of marble, which is now
being prepared at the factory for delivery to the mosque in
September 2010. All electrical and plumbing services are
being fitted, elevators are being installed, and the external
walls are being waterproofed.




AL MUNEERA - AL RAHA BEACH
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With 11,500 workers on-site at AL Muneera, it is no surprise
to see, from the Abu Dhabi-Dubai road, that all major
structures are now complete.

Attention has now moved to progressing the building's
internal services - air conditioning, plumbing and electrical
systems - installing internal walls and external cladding
and windows. In the most advanced sections, lifts and
kitchen units are being installed. Contracts were signed
in August for the installation of electricity substations,
work on which will commence shortly. Water features and
landscaping work has also begun and will continue around
the site until completion, estimated to be mid-2011.

With an estimated completion date of mid-2011, activity
at Al Zeina, at the eastern edge of the Al Raha Beach
development, is shifting from the structural work, which is
complete, to the fit out and aesthetics.

Outside, landscaping of the gardens and communal areas
has begun, and will continue through to handover. Work on
communal pools and water features is also beginning now.

Inside, the installation of air conditioning, electrical and
plumbing systems is well under way. As part of this, the
integration of solar panels, which will provide the majority
of the power for water heating in the development, is being
planned and will commence in 6-8 weeks.




AL BANDAR - AL RAHA BEACH
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This island development of glass-fronted apartments and
duplexes has been fully handed over to owners and tenants,
with the first people moving in on September 13 2010.

The complex is a first for Abu Dhabi, being connected to a
‘mains’ Liquid Natural Gas network, which, eventually will
provide a supply for the whole of Al Raha Beach.

Retailers are currently fitting out their premises on the
ground floor, and a number of stores will be opening for
business very soon.




HQ - AL RAHA BEACH
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A key landmark on the waterfront at Al Raha Beach, this
23-storey, 110m signature circular HQ building is now
complete.

With 51,000m2 of column-free, Category-A office space, \ _ "
the building, the winner of the ‘Best Futuristic Design’ 2008 = T ATRYAYATA s
at the Building Exchange Conference, is currently being let ATATAYANATA

out. Confirmed tenants include tech firms ATIC and Global
Foundries and Insurance Authority of UAE. It will also be
the new home for Aldar itself.

Final clearance has been received from the Abu Dhabi
authorities, allowing tenants to take up their office space
once their individual office fit-outs have been completed.

IKEA - YAS ISLAND
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This year’'s Abu Dhabi Grand Prix crowds will be greeted
with the familiar sight of a blue IKEA building, which is now
taking shape behind the Ferrari World development.

Aldar is managing the project, with the store to be handed
over to the retail firm once completed. The outer shell will
be completed by December and the construction of what
will be the largest IKEA store in the Middle East and Africa
is on schedule.




INFRASTRUCTURE - YAS ISLAND
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All major infrastructure work on Yas Island has been
concluded. All freeway crossings were completed by June
2010, and Yas Southern Tunnelwas completed as scheduled
in August 2010. Handing over of the maintenance to Abu
Dhabi Municipality also began in August.

The final snagging list is currently being worked through
and should be cleared by October this year.

WATER PARK - YAS ISLAND
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This outdoor water park, situated next to the Ferrari World
theme park, will boast 40 rides and attractions once
completed, scheduled to be in Q4 2012.

Design is in its final stage, with contracts to be signed for
the construction of the park later this year.

At Al Zeina at AL Raha Beach, we are right now planning the installation of solar panels which will provide the majority of the power for water heating, significantly reducing the carbon
footprint of this development.

As our Al Gurm villas development nears completion, preparations are in hand for the replanting of the scarce mangrove trees damaged during construction, preserving the feel of
this stunning mangrove-forest community and ensuring the balance between new development and environmental protection is sustained.

And we continue to invest in efficient construction management practices, managing multiple contractors on-site at once, such as at Al Falah and, where possible, allowing the design
and construction to progress side-by-side, as is happening at Yas IKEA. All of this ensures construction times are reduced and the effects on the surrounding environment are kept

to a minimum.

Value engineering is also a key part of our commitment to sustainability. Demanding designs that minimise the use of construction materials and eliminate unnecessary architectural
features, as we are now doing with the redesign of Yas Mall, reduces both cost and the environmental impact through the supply chain and the construction waste created.

At Aldar, we are constantly looking for new ways to meet our sustainability ambitions and as our projects move forward we will stay true to this focus.
